reading, contrary to the canon. 
 In the Russian church, during the Anaphora
(consecration). The Greek churches don`t kneel
on Sunday, but the Greek Archdiocese in
America kneel during the Anaphora with the
order of the Archbishop. The Bulgarian church
doesn’t kneel at all and so on.... Which of these
practices is right? In our church we follow the
Typicon (order) of the Ecumenical Patriarchate.
In this order we shouldn`t kneel on Sunday
unless our Archbishop tell us another way.
Until this moment we don`t have change to this
order. 
The so called Canons from the Ecumenical
councils are very often taken too literally, and
applied by the wrong people. Lets not forget
that we are not all Bishops of the Church. The
Bishops are the people who apply canons and
also the people who give economy from the
same canons by the need of the people and the
church. The canons and the rules are not in
place to make the people suffer and to
manipulate them, but to put an order and
meaning to our liturgical life. The right way for
us is to show obedience and to follow the order
of our Bishop and to follow the order of the
First Ecumenical Council.

On this Sunday the Orthodox Church
commemorates the Holy Fathers of the First
Ecumenical Council. The Holy Tradition tells
us that this council was attended by 318
bishops. It is also the parish feast of the Church
in Shrewsbury. May God bless them in all their
works. Our two churches are historically
connected. Both communities were founded by
Archimandrite Barnabas, first our community
and a year later, the community in Shrewsbury.
This year is the 40  anniversary. Many Years to
the priests and parishioners!
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  The fact that the Orthodox Church
commemorates the First Ecumenical Council
speaks of the importance of this council. We all
know that the Creed started from this moment
in history and we recite it in most of the
services, even today. This is not the only
fundamental credo we took from the council.
There are more, some of them very practical.

For this reason, even our worship have
these little interesting moments. 
 Do we need to keep this canon from the First
Council?

A story from GOARCH

The Council of Nicaea, also known as the First
Ecumenical Council, was held in the city of
Nicaea in 325 AD. The city, (the present-day
Turkish city of Iznik), was located in
northwestern Asia Minor, some 90 miles
southwest of Istanbul. The council brought
together more than 250 bishops (according to
tradition, the number is 318) to address several
important issues facing the Christian Church
at that time. Although it was not the first time
that the Roman emperor Constantine had
called Christian bishops together to address
problems encountered by the Church, it was
the most representative of all such gatherings
and came to have an immediate and long-term
impact on the life of the Church.
There were two main issues addressed at the
council: the teachings of the Alexandrian priest
Arius regarding the divinity of Jesus and the
date on which Christians should
commemorate Jesus’ resurrection, that is, the
date of Easter.

Like most Roman emperors, Constantine
wanted calm and peace within the empire.
However, unlike all emperors prior to him, he
had a personal interest in and commitment to
Christianity. His decision to support an
empire-wide gathering of bishops reflects his
concern for Christianity. He provided
resources for the bishops to travel to Nicaea as
well as lodging and support while at the
council. Nearly all the bishops who attended
the council came from the eastern half of the
Roman Empire, mostly from Asia Minor. There
were a few bishops from the West, notably
Bishop Hosios of Cordova (Spain).
The proceedings of the council do not survive;
so we must base our knowledge of what
happened at the council on the following: the
creed, known as the Nicene Creed, that the
bishops agreed upon; twenty canons issued by
the bishops at the council that dealt with
several practical issues facing the Church; the 

address of the Emperor Constantine to the
bishops at the opening of the council (which he
delivered in Latin and was simultaneously
translated for the majority Greek-speaking
bishops at the council!); a letter by the bishops
who attended the council written specifically to
the Church in Alexandria; and descriptions of
the council found in histories written about 100
years after the council.

The major theological issue at Nicaea was
Arius’ teaching that Jesus is not divine in the
same way as God the Father is divine. The
council used the term “homoousios” to affirm
that the Word (the “Logos” of John 1:1) is of the
“same essence” as the Father and thus divine as
the Father is divine.

Several practical issues were addressed as well:
Easter should always be celebrated on a Sunday
and not on the day of Passover as some
Christians were doing; and the Sunday on
which to celebrate Easter was determined to be
the first Sunday after the first full moon after
the spring equinox. Other decisions included:
the resolution of a schism that developed in
Egypt during the Great Persecution; Christians
should not kneel on Sundays or during the
season of Pentecost since these times
commemorate the Lord’s resurrection; and
several regulations regarding the ordination of
clergy.

The Council of Nicaea (325), the First
Ecumenical Council, is the best-known council
among Christians of all denominations. It was
the largest gathering of bishops in the history of
the Church up to that time and its Creed, the
Nicene Creed, become a statement of Christian
faith not only for the Orthodox Church but for
nearly all of Christianity.

John, the holy and glorious prophet, precursor, and Baptist, is
celebrated today with reference to his honorable head that
was cut off by means of a girl’s voluptuous dance and a
sword. There were other revelations of this precious relic, for
which its first and second finding is commemorated by the
holy Church on the 24th of February. The third discovery was
made at Comana of Cappadocia. The relic was entrusted to
the bosom of the earth until there passed the destructive days
of the iconoclasts in the eighth century. During that terrible
time, some Orthodox Christians took away the sacred head of
Saint John the Forerunner from Constantinople. They
escaped, with the precious relic, to Comana of Cappadocia,
where the exiled Saint John Chrysostom had earlier reposed

in 407. The precious head of the Forerunner John, after it was reverently housed in a silver
vessel, was committed to the ground for safekeeping. It was uncovered by a certain Orthodox
priest. It was not found until the reign of Emperor Michael (842-867), son of Theophilos (829-
842) and the pious Augusta Theodora (842-856). This was a time when veneration of the icons
had been restored by the empress. The relics were miraculously revealed to Patriarch Ignatios
(847-858 and 867-877), while he was at his evening prayers. He informed the imperium, which
resulted in a delegation dispatched to Comana. Thus were the relics uncovered and returned to
the imperial city (ca. 850) by the patriarch.

The hymnographer for today’s feast, Tarasios, gives us more details of the discovery and
triumphal return. He tells us that we draw grace and sanctification from the Forerunner’s head,
which is brighter than the sun. The head was made known to a priest of the Lord, named Basil,
who till then knew nothing of its whereabouts in Comana. Filled with faith and led by grace,
he made a diligent search for the head. When it arose from the bowels of the earth, he made its
finding known. The gleaming relic poured forth gifts of healing. Its discovery was like gold
extracted from a mine, since it flashed forth rays from the earth. The fragrant relic, a wellspring
of cures, was met by Basil the priest and the faithful who had gathered to the site. Thus, from
Comana to the queen of cities did the Forerunner travel. The emperor delighted more in the
Forerunner’s coming than in his porphyry robe; and so he eagerly welcomed him. The divine
priest and foremost of shepherds, the namesake of the God-bearer, Patriarch Ignatios, stretched
forth his hands and embraced the head to his breast. He, most solemnly, blessed himself and
the faithful. There were reports of ever-flowing gifts that were bestowed by Saint John: bodily
pangs and diseases were taken away. Both the Priest Basil and the chief shepherd Ignatios were
divinely informed beforehand of the head’s discovery. While the head flashed brighter than
gold, it was treasured in a silver vessel upon discovery. The hymnographer says that the
emperor, the angel’s namesake (Michael), rejoiced and received the Forerunner in his palace.
The chief shepherd, bearing the name of the sacred God-bearer (Ignatios), piously and
excellently ministered in his service toward the precious head. We, too, revere that hallowed
head that not only proclaimed the Lamb of God but also washed in the waters of Jordan the
head of Jesus.

he had spoken thus, he knelt down and
prayed with them all.

At that time, Jesus lifted up his eyes to

heaven and said, Father, the hour has come;
glorify your Son that the Son may glorify

Christ whom you have sent. I glorified
you on earth, having accomplished the work
which you gave me to do; and now, Father,
you glorify me in your own presence with
the glory which I had with you before the
world was made.

perdition, that the scripture might be

fulfilled. But now I am coming to you;
and these things I speak in the world, that

they may have my joy fulfilled in themselves.



SERMON ON THE GOSPEL READING
As we celebrate today’s Sunday of the Holy Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council, we find
ourselves in the midst of two great feasts, the Ascension and Pentecost. In His Ascension,
the Lord (forty days following His glorious Resurrection) leads His disciples to the Mount of Olives,
blesses them and asks them to await the promise and presence of the Holy Spirit:

‘O Christ our God, You ascended in Glory and gladdened Your disciples by the promise of the Holy
Spirit. Your blessing assured them that You are the Son of God, the Redeemer of the world.’
(Apolytikion of the Ascension)

On the day of Pentecost, we are reminded that indeed the Lord sends forth His All-Holy Spirit
throughout the earth, fulfilling the words of the Prophet Habakkuk, the eighth of the Twelve
Minor Prophets: ‘The earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord, as the waters
cover the sea.’ (Habakkuk 2:14)

Today, in the middle of these two momentous celebrations, the Church commemorates the
318 Fathers of Nicaea, convened in 325AD at the request of the Emperor Saint Constantine the
Great. The Council of Nicaea - the first of the Seven Ecumenical Councils - initially collated the
Creed, the first expression of the Symbol of our Faith. In the Nicene Creed, the holy Fathers set
forth and confirmed the Apostolic teachings about Christ’s divine nature. In this way, the heresy
of Arius was exposed and rejected. The Council decreed that the Logos, the Word and Son of God, is
uncreated, ever-existent, and fully divine. He is begotten from the Father, and not made or created by
Him. He is of one essence (ὁμοούσιος) with the Father. He is true God of true God, the Word of God
by Whom all things were made (John 1.3; Heb 1.2). Beyond this significant dogmatic matter, the
Council also issued Twelve Canons on questions of ecclesial administration and discipline, as well as
deciding on the date for the celebration of Holy Pascha, on the first Sunday after the first full moon of
the vernal equinox.

Today’s feast of the Holy Father’s of Nicaea, following the Resurrection of the Incarnate Lord,
highlights that our faith in Him is not a distant idea, nor simply an individual matter, but a living
tradition passed down through generations, in the Holy Spirit. This living faith, permeating from the
empty tomb, is upheld and safeguarded within the Risen Lord’s body, His Holy Church. The Lord
Himself says, ‘I will build my Church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.’ (Matt 16:18)
These bold and reassuring words of Christ not only tell us that divine truth, dogma, holy tradition
and apostolicity are safely upheld within His body, but also should prompt us in wholeheartedly
placing our trust in His Church.

In practical terms this means to trust the official, canonical and synodical decisions of
Christ’s Holy Church, rather than concerning ourselves with ‘online orthodoxy,’ which all too
often results in confusion, dichotomy of views and results in an unsettled spiritual state. Our
presence, as Orthodox Christians in the contemporary world, whether this be online, in person,
in our workplaces, schools or neighborhoods, is one of peaceful and genuine witness of Christ’s
Church, a presence of peace, prayer, stillness, contentment, dialogue, philanthropy, ascesis and
virtue. Let us not be deceived in thinking we can convince others through polemical debate.
The contemporary saints bore witness to our living faith with their example, as they themselves
were Christ-like, transformed by the Holy Spirit. They did not solely preach about the theology
of the Lord’s divine nature but rather became partakers of God’s uncreated energies. The saints
pave the way for our own salvation in Christ and call each of us to live out the faith of Nicaea,
to implement the Creed, to grow in our relationship with the incarnate Lord, and allow for the
Holy Spirit Who descends upon His Church on the day of Pentecost, to guide and renew our
paths daily. The Saints, through the implementation of theology in their lives, acquired what
could be referred to as a ‘Dogmatic Consciousness.’ According to Saint Sophrony, this dogmatic
consciousness is not limited to intellectually accepting Christian doctrine, but instead requires
a type of knowledge ‘in Spirit and in Truth’ given by God to those who have spiritually matured
by His grace. This is a state which unfolds when one is divinely inspired in words and actions,
allowing for a personal manifestation of the teachings of the faith in all aspects of one’s life. Only
then can each council, doctrine and theological teaching become the very state of one’s soul and
the content of one’s prayer. Amen.
